Donor benefits are renewable annually and expire one year 
following the date of contribution.

Fringe is unique because it is a non-juried festival, and holds an annual lottery to program the festival, selecting shows at random. 
We believe every voice has an equal right to be heard and that is why our lottery is two phase, ensuring at least 50% of all slots 

are held by BIPOC artists. And because we return 100% of the ticket price to the artist your donation helps us provide 
this platform.
